CITIZEN INPUT

» Todd Harper, Spokane Valley, Washington — submitted an article and spoke about water
fluoridation and about the board’s reconsidering the employment of certain persons.

Following Citizen Input, Chair Verner asked for an updated roll call to record the arrival of
Commissioners Mager and Mielke.

EXECUTIVE SESSION - Councilmember Mary Verner

Chair Verner acknowledged the presence of Mr. Binger who served as the board’s legal counsel
for the Melter hearing. She announced that the board would adjourn to a brief executive session
for approximately ten minutes to speak with Mr. Binger regarding the hearing. The board
adjourned to executive session at about 1:00 p.m.

MEETING RECONVENED - Councilmember Mary Verner

The board reconvened at about 1:10 p.m. Mr. Binger explained that the board went into
executive session to discuss a quasi judicial matter. According to the Open Public Meetings Act,
a quasi judicial matter is not subject to the act and the board may go into deliberations at any
time on a matter such as this without advertisement.
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CHAIR REPORT - Councilmember Mary Verner

Chair Verner shared two letters that have been received acknowledging the good work of Health
District staff.

Dr. Scott Lindquist, who is currently serving as our TB doctor, wrote a letter to say how superb
our TB staff have been over the last few months and about his confidence in them as well as how
impressed he is with our use of Quantiferon testing in our lab.

Ruth Abad, a health community specialist with the state Department of Health, wrote to staff in
our Health Promotion’s Injury Prevention Program about their quality and scope of work and
accomplishments, specifically, the community garden project.

HEALTH OFFICER/ADMINISTRATOR REPORT - Torney Smith

Dr. Jecha had a meeting in Benton-Franklin Health District today. Mr. Smith told him that there
was nothing crucial here in Spokane requiring his attendance at this meeting, and that it would be
appropriate for him to attend his meeting in Benton-Franklin. Mr. Smith garnered some input
from Dr. Jecha on two topics that the board’s executive committee had asked about.

HPV (Human Papilloma Virus) Vaccine

The HPV (Human Papilloma Virus) vaccine is being discussed at a state-level vaccine
committee with a wide variety of input studying the vaccine, its efficacy, and appropriateness of
use for young women. That discussion will include consideration of state funding of the vaccine
for its delivery. Dr. Jecha had stated his high degree of confidence that the efficacy and safety of
the vaccine is well documented.

Salmonella in Peanut Butter

Two individuals in Spokane were diagnosed with a particular strain of salmonella associated
with the salmonella in peanut butter. However, because of other conditions in their lifestyles,
they did not meet the case definition; although they were infected with this organism, they were
not counted. The media brought questions to us very quickly. This issue was driven from a
federal level; all of the information was disseminated appropriately and our public information
officer held a press conference to inform everyone of the federal effort. We engaged our
epidemiology and environmental health staff to assure appropriate coverage.

Monthly Forum Regarding Health District Structure

Mr. Smith thanked members of the board’s ad hoc committee on agency structure for attending
the Health District’s monthly forum. He was told that there was some good discussion.

Public Information Requests

Whenever information is emailed from the Health District to inform board members about
anything they should be aware of, and when any kind of email dialogue is exchanged or any kind
response is received back even if it is a thank you, any of those responses are subject to a public
information request unless they are specifically not requested. Although acknowledgements
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from board members for receipt of information are appreciated, Mr. Smith wants everyone to be
aware that those responses may be subject to a public information request.

Pandemic Flu Planning

Pandemic flu planning has been ongoing in this agency for about four years. At a planning
exercise taking place today, a question was asked, How can local health jurisdictions better
integrate the policy makers to understand the work that is going on and the challenges that will
face us in times of a pandemic influenza? What will we really do if we say to this community
that all schools are closed for some period of time? There are ripples that will occur whenever
you try to not have people aggregate. We have history back to the 1918 flu outbreak in which
many places were closed such as dance halls, theaters, churches, and schools. This could have
economic impact if any closure is declared. The board must back a health officer’s decision of
this kind and we need to find ways to better integrate board members into this planning work.
Mr. Smith asked for any board member who was interested to contact him.

Community & Family Services Director

A second round of advertising for the Community & Family Services Director position has taken
place after two viable candidates from the first round declined the position. Interviews have
taken place and two final candidates from out of state will be interviewed again on the first of the
month. Both candidates appear to be highly qualified and Mr. Smith is hopeful to have an
announcement of a new director at the next meting.

Northtown Mall Incident

A recent incident at the Northtown Mall did not engage the Health District. The hospital asked if
we wanted to get any public information out and we declined stating that it was their job to
report to the media what they observed in their patients.

Laboratory CDC Select Agent Review

The Health District’s laboratory recently underwent a CDC (Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention) select agent review for biological preparedness. Other than some small issues that
were identified during this very detailed review, everything went well due to the performance of
our laboratory. Karen Crouse, who is the director of the laboratory, will give more information
on this when she presents her division overview later this year.

2006 Audit

The state auditors are expected to arrive at our agency in early March to perform the 2006 audit.

e Board discussion and comments following the health officer/administrator report:

¢ Councilmember Denenny publicly thanked Secretary Mary Selecky for attending this
morning’s monthly forum with Health District staff and providing information to staff and
members of the ad hoc committee regarding agency structure.

¢ In response to Board Member Fisk’s question regarding the agency’s management software,
Mr. Smith said that the Health District will upgrade some existing software systems with
current licensure and newer versions. While waiting for our settlement with MUNIS, we do
not believe it is appropriate to acquire a software system that was more expensive than the
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money that was set aside. Therefore, we have upgraded our cash register software, and will
implement timekeeping software as well as upgrading our accounting software. Legal
Counsel Wolkey has not heard any recent updates on the MUNIS lawsuit with Ventura.

REPORTS
Disease Prevention & Response (DPR) — Lyndia Tye

Lyndia (Vold) Tye is the director of the division of Disease Prevention & Response (DPR). The
division was formed in January 2006, by pulling together all of the programs that work on
communicable disease: HIV/AIDS, epidemiology, PHEPR (Public Health Emergency
Preparedness and Response), community health assessment and the public health clinic. The
mission of DRP is to prevent detect, analyze, and respond to communicable disease and other
threats to the public health.
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One of the current activities in the division is education on respiratory etiquette. Board members
were each given a “Cover Your Cough” education kit that includes a hand sanitizer, mask,
tissues, and a pamphlet on how to prepare for an emergency. Examples of other activities could
include follow up on an HIV substantial exposure request; investigation of a disease such as
salmonella including media interviews; case managers coping with an AIDS infected client’s
death; convening expert panels to reduce STDs in the community; assessment staff fulfilling a
community partner’s request for data for a grant; nurses giving flu shots; etc. The division
employs 25 full time, 7 part time and 4 intermittent staff and houses two DOH staff. The budget
is about $6 million coming from 53% federal dollars, 18% state dollars, 13% local dollars, and
10% fees for services, classes and donations; and 6% of other government revenue.

Board members were given an organization chart for the division listing programs and staff
comprised of program managers, epidemiologists, a graphics specialist, public health nurses,
community workers, a bilingual outreach worker, public health educators, case managers and
health program specialists.

Several DPR staff are involved in a community roundtable today working with community
partners on emergency preparedness planning. Some issues being discussed there today are
vaccine distribution, social distancing, facility closures and other policy issues.

Recent changes in our clinic due to retirements and job changes, has provided an opportunity to
look at our clinical services. Our community’s health care environment has changed over the
past ten years to include managed care for Medicaid clients with about 15 federally qualified
health centers and low income clinics in Spokane compared to only about six ten years ago. The
number of clients seen in our clinic has dropped significantly. This is an opportunity to evaluate
where to focus our time and to use our resources effectively in disease prevention. Our clinic
will set up immunization clinics in two District 81 elementary schools this spring during their
kindergarten roundup. These schools were identified by the school district as being severely
under immunized. Many parents who are signing the exemption sheet for required school entry
immunizations may find this as a convenience to comply.

The Health District has the only laboratory in the community to provide the Quantiferon TB test.
The Health District and only one other agency in the community provide the saliva HIV swab
test, OraQuick, which provides results in 20 minutes. Both of these tests are shown to be cost
effective and reliable. SRHD tries to remain on the cutting edge of technology to provide these
types of tests. When these tests become more available in the community, we may discontinue
providing those unless we identify a gap. Also, we are one of only two agencies that provide
anonymous HIV testing.

DPR staff is investigating innovative strategies to address HIV prevention, especially in the meth
using population, the African American population. We are finding complex cases with mental
health and substance use which has become more complex over the past five to ten years.

Ms. Tye distributed some assessment publications. Assessment is a core function of public

health and is a strong component of performance measures. The goal of community health
assessment is to assist the board, the community, the agency management team and staff to make
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
